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HISTORY OF THE INSTITUTION

The institution that is now The University of Texas-Pan American began existence as
a community college in 1927. In the sixty-nine years since it began operation, the
institution has substantially broadened its role and scope, consistently increased its
enrollment and offerings, and changed its name six times. Today, it is the tenth

largest of the state's 35 senior institutions.

Edinburg College 1927-1933

The institution opened its doors on September 9, 1927, as Edinburg College, a two-
year community college created by the Edinburg School District. The superintendent
of schools at that time, H.C. Baker became the college's first president. His
assistant, R.P. Ward, became the first dean of faculty and director of the college.
With the exception of a few interludes--1928 to 1931 and 1944 to 1946--Ward served
the college continuously until his retirement in 1959. From 1931 on, he served as
president.

The initial value of the buildings and equipment was estimated at one million dollars.
Basic facilities consisted of an administration building, a science building, an
industrial arts building and a library. The faculty generally numbered 20 to 30
teachers, many of whom taught both in area high schools and the college. The first
graduating class had five students. During the first three years, enrollment increased
to about 250 students and 35 graduates per year.

Even though it was established as a community college, the institution’s outlook has
always been much broader, encompassing not just the Edinburg School District, but
the whole of the Lower Rio Grande Valley, as expressed in the original dedication
statement: "Edinburg College is dedicated to. . . bringing higher educational
advantages to every young man and every young woman of the Valley, and to serving
the mature citizenship of its territory . . ." Edinburg College became the gateway to

higher education for thousands of Valley people.

Edinburg Junior College 1933-1948

In 1933, the word "Junior” was added so that the name would reflect the scope of the
institution. There was no change in operation or control by the Edinburg School
District. The school was approved by the State Department of Education, was
designated a First Class Junior college by the Association of Texas Colleges, and
became a member of the Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools of
Southern States. During the early part of this period, the number of faculty remained
at about 25, and the number of graduates increased to about 70 in 1940. In 1942, the
Edinburg School Board was designated as a Board of Trustees of the College. During
the war years, five members of the faculty went on leave for military service and the
number of graduates decreased to about fifteen a year. In 1944 and 1945, all
graduates were female. H. A. Hodges was acting director of the College from 1944 to
1946 while Ward was in the service. The immediate post-war years saw an increase

in faculty from 20 to 45 and the number of graduates to about 100 per year.
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Edinburg Regional College 1948-1952

On its 21st anniversary, the college was designated a Regional College, thus legally
separating it from the Edinburg School District. However, there was no change in the
governing Board of Trustees at this time. Also, partial state support was granted. In
1950, 8 1/2 acres of land were purchased to the west of the original campus. The
first facility on the new "West Campus” was a gymnasium.

The first major change in direction of the college was initiated on May 13, 1951, when
the state legislature passed legislation, signed by the Governor on May 19, 1951,
enabling the people of Hidalgo County to vote on the establishment of a four-year
college to serve the needs of the district. The election was held on December 20,
1951, and the Pan American Regional College District was approved. The name Pan
American College was selected both to emphasize the institution's location near the
international border with Mexico and to avoid identification with just one of the
communities in the region the college was intended to serve. The Hidalgo County
Commissioners Court appointed the first eight-member Board of Regents in January,
1952. A.L. Cramer was the first president of the board. R.P. Ward continued as
president of the college.

Pan American College 1952-1965

The former Edinburg Regional College became the junior division of the new College
and continued to function under the laws governing junior colleges. A senior division
was established to furnish upper level work and award degrees. Between 1952 and
1963 the permanent faculty increased from 54 to 80 members. The annual number of
graduates more than doubled, from 48 to 102. It became evident in the early part of
this period that the old campus could not meet the increased enrollment. Overtures
were made by the City of McAllen to move the school to that community. However,
in 1957-58 citizens under the leadership of school officials made it possible to obtain
105 acres "West Campus" land in Edinburg and a master building plan was approved.
In 1959, Ward resigned as president of the College after 22 years of outstanding
service. H.A. Hodges was appointed acting president.

By 1960, six new facilities were completed on the West Campus: a new Library, the
Engineering Building, the College Center, the Orville I. Cox Tennis Courts (Cox was a
student in 1928-29 and became president of the Board of Regents in 1958), the
Observatory, and the baseball field.

In 1960, Dr. Ralph Schilling was appointed president of the College by the Board of
Regents. The main thrust during the next few years was to complete the initial
Master Plan building and to become a State College. On September 1, 1963, Pan
American College legally became a part of the Texas System of Colleges and
Universities. A two-year transition period was provided during which the school
passed from partial state support to full state assistance, control and ownership.
Two dormitories, Southwick Hall and Emilia Hall, and the Liberal Arts Building were
completed, and a new Administration Building started.

On September 1, 1965, the College officially became the 22nd state-supported senior
institution in Texas. Henry Morris was elected the first president of the Board of
Regents appointed by the Governor of the State. Dr. Schilling continued as President

of the College.
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Pan American College 1965-71

The College operated under three divisions: Arts and Sciences, Education, and
Business Administration. Degrees awarded were B.A. B.S., and B.B.A. Extension
courses were authorized for all four counties of the Lower Rio Grande Valley. These
were years of major changes in physical plant and enrollment. Upon completion of
the original West Campus building program (1957-1965), property assets were about
$3.5 million. A state-funded Phase | Building Program was instituted that saw the
construction of a Fine Arts Complex, Library, Science Building, College Center,
President's Residence, Physical Education Complex and Education Building. At the
center of the campus, the Chapel of the Lord's Prayer was completed -- a donation
from Mrs. Joe Crump of Mission, Texas, and her late husband. Physical assets grew
to $17 million in 1971.

The new facilities were needed to keep up with growing enrollments and increased
faculty size. The number of faculty increased from 81 to 162, enrollment to more
than 5,000, and graduates to more than 300 per year.

In the late Sixties, the institution responded to increasing requests to provide
graduate level work. In 1970 Pan American received approval to offer graduate
instruction in the arts, education, and science. To reflect the increased range of
studies available, the name of the school was changed to Pan American University
effective September 1, 1971.

Pan American University 1971-1981

The decade of the 1970's was a period of growth for Pan American University -- in
enrollment, physical plant, and academic programs. It was the period when Pan
American became a university in both name and substance.

Enrollments grew from 6,000 to more than 9,000. The West campus grew from a
handful of buildings interspersed with few palm trees on a large tract of land to one
of the state's most attractive and architecturally unique college campuses. New
degree programs were added at the graduate and undergraduate levels and the
academic organization chart evolved as new majors spawned new departments and
new departments gave rise to new schools.

In 1968, four schools were created from what had been three academic divisions. In
1972, the School of Humanities and Social Studies split to become the School of
Humanities and the School of Social Science and a year later the Division of Health
Related Professions was created. The curriculum reflected a maturing and dynamic
academic program.

The Seventies were also the time of great physical growth. New buildings included
the men's and women's residence halls (1970), the Fine Arts Complex (1970), the
School of Education and the Marine Biology Lab on South Padre Island (1972), the
Nursing Education and the Business Administration buildings (1975), the Liberal Arts
building (1976), the Learning Resource Center and the physical plant complex (1977),
and the University Bookstore (1978). The University Center (1971) and the baseball
stadium (1975) were expanded and remodeled.
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In 1973, Pan American University began to offer courses in Brownsville to better serve
the citizens of Cameron County and the Lower Rio Grande Valley. Cameron County
were already being served by Texas Southmost College and the Texas State
Technical Institute, but there was no convenient option for graduates of those and
other schools to continue their education at the baccalaureate or graduate levels.

To provide those opportunities, upper division and graduate courses were offered by
Pan American University on the Texas Southmost campus.

In 1977, the Texas Legislature authorized Pan American University's Board of Regents
to establish Pan American University at Brownsville. PAU-B operated under the aegis
of the PAU Board of Regents and was authorized to offer courses and degree
programs approved by the Coordinating Board for the Edinburg campus. Dr. Arnulfo
Oliveira, then President of Texas Southmost College and a former professor of
history on the Edinburg campus, was appointed as the first president of PAU-B. He
served until his death in 1981 and was succeeded by Dr. Homer J. Pefia, who had been
Vice President for Business Affairs on the Edinburg campus.

PAU-B continued to lease classroom and library space from Texas Southmost
College. Enrollment grew from 392 students in 1973 to 1,134 in 1980.

The Eighties

Between 1960 and 1981, Dr. Ralph Schilling led Pan American University through its
period of greatest growth, through its admission to the state system, and the
transition from college to university status, and, in many respects, he was the
architect of the new campus. As the new decade began, he announced that he would
retire in August 1981. After a national search, the Board of Regents found his
successor from within the university-Dr. Miguel Nevarez, Vice President for Student
Affairs. He became the first Hispanic and first Valley native to lead the institution.

In his inaugural address in December of 1981, Nevarez said one of his top priorities
was to ensure that all Pan American graduates received a strong liberal arts
education regardless of their major. To accomplish that, he called for revision and
expansion of the university's general education requirements and creation of a
University College. He called for a continued open admissions policy and
strengthening of the counseling, advising, and tutoring program for all students. In
1983, the faculty approved a sweeping revision of the general education requirements
and plans for a University College, all of which were implemented in the Fall 1984. In
addition, a College of Arts and Sciences was created from a merger of the Schools of
Social Sciences, Humanities, and Science and Mathematics to provide for more
effective administration of the University College program. To better serve under
prepared students, a Freshman Studies Program was created.

The University's physical plant also continued to grow. New additions to the campus
included a new administration building, a Biology annex to the Science Building, and a
track and field facility (1983), the Communication Arts and Sciences Building (1985),
and a second Health and Physical Education Building (1986). The Student Services
Building was expanded (1984), and extensive renovation were done to the Computer
Center (1983), the Business Administration Building, the Learning Resource
Center(1984), and the Liberal Arts Building (1985).
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The Merger

On September 1, 1989, Pan American University officially became the University of
Texas-Pan American. The historic event culminated two years of study, hearings,
discussion, and negotiations involving regents, legislators, faculty, students, alumni,
and the community. In the Texas Legislature, the vote on the merger bill in April was
unanimous in the Senate and virtually unanimous (one nay) in the House. It was
signed by Governor Bill Clements on May 26.

Proposals to "merge" or "affiliate” Pan American with one system or another date to
the early 1930's, when, as a junior college, local school board members talked about
affiliating with one of the larger state universities.

In the mid-70's, there was a strong movement for the university to join the University
of Texas System, but the proposal had less than unanimous support among students,
alumni, regents, legislators, and the public.

In the early Eighties, legislators from the Coastal Bend area promoted the idea of
bringing Pan American into the then-existing University of South Texas system, that
included Corpus Christi State, Texas A&l, and Laredo State. The addition of Pan
American would have doubled that system’'s enrollment.

In the mid-Eighties, Governor Bill Clements appointed a Select Committee on Higher
Education to propose improvements and reforms for higher education as the Select
Committee on Public Education, chaired by Ross Perot, had done for public education
a few years earlier.

One of the problems posed to the Select Committee was how best to organize
higher education to serve South Texas. The region was ably represented on that
Committee by federal judge Reynaldo G. Garza of Brownsville. Judge Garza
forcefully and articulately argued the case for expansion and improvement of higher
education opportunities in South Texas. The Committee agreed and its
recommendations provided further impetus for the eventual merger with the
University of Texas System.

To study the legislative options for South Texas, the 70th Texas Legislature, in 1987,
appointed a Joint Committee on Higher Education that met throughout 1988, and the
Texas Senate passed Senate Resolution 124, requiring the U.T. and Texas A&M
Systems to look at the state of higher education in South Texas to determine how
they, the state's two flagship systems, could contribute.

From their study, the U.T. System and its components discovered a convergence of
interests with Pan American University, especially in the areas of health care,
economic development, and engineering. The Texas A&M System found its strongest
common interests with the University System of South Texas.

Before endorsing the idea of the merger, regents of the U.T. System and Pan American
agreed upon an ambitious plan of cooperative programs and expansion of Pan
American’s curriculum.

With the addition of Pan American to the U.T. System, the System gained a "window

on Mexico and Central and South America" and a strong presence in one of the
fastest-growing regions of the state. To its advantage, Pan American gained the
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participation and support of the system and its components in expanding the number
of and improving the quality of the academic opportunities it offers its students. To
its advantage, the Rio Grande Valley now has the concerted attention and resources
of the System to address the many challenges and opportunities it faces in the areas
of health care, education, and economic development.

Pan American University's campus in Brownsville became The University of Texas-Pan
American at Brownsville as a part of the merger in 1989. In 1989, its enrollment had
increased to 1,476. In 1991, the 72nd Legislature passed legislation making the
Brownsville institution a free-standing upper-level component of The University of
Texas System named The University of Texas at Brownsville. The legislation also
authorized UTB to enter into a unique partnership agreement with Texas Southmost
College that merged their administrative functions and had the effect of making a
seamless affiliation of the junior and senior institutions.

The Nineties

As the last decade of the twenty-first century began, the University of Texas-Pan
American continued its pattern of growth and expansion. With greater legislative
attention focused on the higher education needs of South Texas and with the support
of the University of Texas System, U. T. Pan American continued to broaden its
curriculum, adding additional baccalaureate and master's level degree programs. With
special line item funding, the institution was able to begin three new engineering
degree programs and begin development of new doctoral programs in educational
leadership and international business. During 1993, a proposal to upgrade the status
of the Division of Health Related Professions was approved. In Fall 1993, the division
became the School of Health Sciences.

The physical plant also continued to expand. A temporary engineering lab was
constructed beside the Academic Support Facility while a capital campaign was
mounted to secure funding for a new engineering building. The Nursing Education
Building was expanded, doubling its previous size. A new Academic Services Building
was constructed to house all of the institution's computer labs and Technology
Resources.

The 73rd Legislature continued to promote the expansion of higher education in
South Texas. UT Pan American was provided special funding to construct its
engineering building and to develop additional new programs. In addition, the
Legislature approved the creation of a new community college in Hidalgo County,
providing UT Pan American the opportunity to concentrate on its university-level
goals and directions.

In Fall 1994, the THECB approved UT Pan American's first doctoral degree, a Ph.D.
program in International Business, effectively marking the beginning of a new era in
the development of the institution as it made a substantive change in the range of
programs offered. The THECB also approved a cooperative doctoral program in
educational leadership between UT Pan American and UT Austin. The cooperative
degree program was to go through a three-stage process, becoming UT Pan
American's second free-standing doctoral program in the third stage. UT Pan
American continued its expansion at the graduate level with new master's degree
programs in psychology and social work.
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In 1995, UT Pan American initiated several significant changes as it continued its
evolution into a comprehensive university for the South Texas region. The presence
of the new community college in the area gave the university the opportunity to begin
restricting admissions at the undergraduate level. At the same time, the institution
began a new enrollment management effort to expand recruitment activities and
improve retention. The Division of Academic Affairs implemented a major
reorganization into six colleges-Business Administration, Education, Health Sciences
and Human Services, Liberal and Performing Arts, Science and Engineering, and Social
and Behavioral Sciences. The head of the Division of Student Affairs was designated
a vice presidency as the division's scope expanded. A number of centers oriented
toward service to the external community were reorganized into Center Operations
and Community Services (COSERVE), a new administrative unit reporting to the
President. A new Science Building designed to accommodate growing enrollments,
expanded programs, and increased emphasis on research was designed as a
complement to the new engineering facility.

In 1996, the University completed its two-year process of self-evaluation to obtain
reaffirmation of its institutional accreditation by the Commission on Colleges of the
Southern Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS). The process included an
exhaustive Self-Study Report produced by committees of faculty, staff, and students,
a Follow-up Report developed by the President’s Council, a campus visit and review
by a Reaffirmation Committee from SACS and a subsequent committee report, and an
Institutional Response to the report. The institution’s accreditation was reaffirmed
at the annual meeting of SACS in December 1996. In addition, 1996 saw the opening
of the new Engineering Building and construction of the new Science Building
continued. Additional facilities matters included design development for the
International Trade and Technology Building, the Library Addition, and the renovation
of the old Science Complex scheduled to be vacated when the new Science Building
is occupied.

The University continued to add new degree programs and facilities in 1997.
New master’s degree programs in Computer Science, Special Education, Art, and
Rehabilitation Counseling were approved and master’s degree programs in Criminal
Justice and Nurse Practitioner were advanced for approval. The Engineering Programs
received a three-year initial accrediation from the Accrediation Board of Engineering
and Technology. The new 155,000 square foot Science Building was completed and
occupied. Design was completed on which was scheduled for occupancy in Spring
1998. Design was completed on a 49,000 square foot addition to the Library and the
renovation of the Old Science Complex as an expansion for the College of Health
Sciences and Human Services. Students voted to assess a Student Union Fee, paving
the way for a design committe to be appointed to plan for a new Student Union
Building. The Vice President for Accademic Affairs terired in August 1997, and a
national serch was begun to find someone to become the new Provost/vice President
for Academic Affairs.

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The following materials were developed with the data files provided by the Office of Academic
Affairs. Most the tables were produced by analyzing and tabulating Official 12th Class Day
enrollment data submitted by the Vice President of Academic Affairs to the Texas Higher
Education Coordinating Board. The CBMO0O01, as the report is called, is the "official" report of
UTPA's enrollment to the State.

* Enrollment by term and classification from Fall 1992 to Fall 1997

* An analysis of enrollment from various demographic perspectives

* Undergraduate and Graduate headcount by discipline (see Note below)

Significant Findings

* During Fall 1997, 63.2% of undergraduates where enrolled full time; this is an
increase of 8% from Fall 1993. The greatest increase was at the
freshmen and sophomore levels where there was an increase of 12.2%.

* Enrollment at entering freshmen, continuing freshmen and
sophomore levels has continued to decline since 1993.

* In Fall 1993 juniors and seniors made up 32% of the total undergraduate
student population but by Fall 1997 41.2% were upper division students.

* The proportion between females and male students appears to have remained
fairly constant over the last five years: 56.8% female in 1993 and 58.6% in
1996. Hispanic females made up 49.6% of the Fall enrollment , a slight decline
from 52% during the last two years.

* Graduate enrollment has continued to grow, 31% since Fall 1993.

* At the doctoral level 45.7% were enrolled full time in Fall 97 compared to only
16.8% of masters' level graduate students.

Note. The headcount by discipline is categorized according to the recently restructured Academic
Affairs Division. The restructure took effect in Fall 1995. Fall 1991 through 1994 data has been
re-categorized to reflect the new structure in an effort to aid in comparison.

The discipline INTERDISCIPLINARY STUDIES is not a College of Education discipline as dictated
by State law; however, we list this discipline in the COE category for the benefit of our readers.

A note concerning changes in the sources of data presented in this chapter

The Office of The Vice President for Academic Affairs is charged with reporting the 12th Class Day Semester
Credit Hour Production for UTPA. The CBMO0O04, as the report is called, is the "official* SCH production report
for the State and is submitted to the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board by Academic Affairs. The prior
Fact Book reported SCH Production as it appeared in the CBM004 reports submitted over the past five years.

The CBMO004, however, subscribes to definitions of SCH production which are somewhat different than those
SCH adopted by UTPA internally. As a result, the Office of Academic Affairs publishes a separate "official"
report on SCH Production for distribution to all UTPA departments and divisions. Therefore, small differences
in SCH production totals exist between the two "official” reports. Several individuals with access to both the
Fact Book and the internal reports discovered these differences and brought them to the attention of the
Institutional Research Office. Although the Fact Book was intended for internal use, it is also used by many
external organizations and institutions as reference material. So it has been decided that this Fact Book and

all subsequent Fact Books will report SCH Production as reported to the THECB rather than the internal report
which is also published by the University.

Significant Findings:
* The Peak year for undergraduate SCH production occurred in AY 94 (93-94).
Using that year as a baseline, the results for AY 97 (96-97) compare as
follows:
* SCH declined by 4 % during the Fall 95 to Fall 1996: as for the spring term
showed an increase in SCH Production of 9216 hrs or an increase of 8.1%.

* FTSE decreased by 4.2% in the fall term and by 3.8% for the year,
including summer, based on 12 and 30 SCH, respectively.

* The College of Liberal & Performing Arts accounted for 43.1% of the total
SCH production, graduate and undergraduate, in AY 97; the College of
Education produced 60% of the graduate SCH.

One Final Note: Year to Year comparison of SCH production by college and major can be done.
The AY 92 thru AY97 data are included by departmental and subject/program
in a new format which is designed to give the reader/user more details about
semester credit hour production in the area of interest. Furthermore, the reader
should understand that SCH in the subject areas include all students enrolled
in courses with the prefix as labeled by the departments.
